Increase Expressive Communication

Currently:  vocalizes, gestures, parrots, stomps feet, pokes eye, dances,


       facial expressions, laughs.

What highly motivates Ben:  “MOM”

1. Take last part of day.  Review activities of the day with Ben.

2. Put them on a tape to be passed from home to school and vice versa.

3. Mom or dad to review with Ben what did in the evening or on weekend and put on tape.

4. Have Ben give the tape to MOM and to TEACHER so each can ask Ben about activities.

***Remember to ask open-ended questions (Do not ask “yes” or “no” questions).

The goal would eventually be for Ben to tell on the tape what activities he did.

Other Topics Discussed


There was discussion as to the placement of Ben considering that he is almost 13-years-old.  This is something that the team including the parents will explore and discuss further.

Reasons for placing Ben with kids his age (not all inclusive):

· When Ben becomes an adult these are the people that will be in his community, waiting tables, clerking at the grocery store, etc.

· Ben needs to make friends with age-appropriate peers.

· Need to look at what is socially appropriate.

· Age-appropriate peers are great motivators.

· There are classes that Ben can be included in (band, PE, etc)

· Ben is going to have to move-up sometime.  Do it while there is time to make an easier/smooth transition.

Reasons for keeping Ben where he is at (not all inclusive):

· Ben knows the people working with him and they know him.

· Ben is small in size and fits in with the younger children in size.

· Ben is used to the routine at his current school.

· Younger children are comfortable with Ben.


BE CONSISTENT

FOLLOW THROUGH (If you allow Ben to make a choice then follow through on what he chooses).

VIDEOTAPE both at school and home to share with each other.
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
